PROPER FREEZER WRAPPING

The main objective is to squeeze out as much air as you can to avoid freezer burn.  For the ultimate protection use a polyester deli sheet around and between your meat before wrapping it in the freezer paper.  Check with your dealer for these sheets or contact LEM Products, Inc. at the address below.

	The following method of freezer wrapping, called the “DRUG STORE WRAP”, will provide maximum protection for anything you freeze.  

Tear off no more paper than necessary.  No need in wasting paper.  Be sure the coated side of the paper is on the inside of the package.

	The following method of freezer wrapping is called the “BUTCHER WRAP”.

Tear off no more paper than necessary.  No need in wasting paper.  Be sure the coated side of the paper is on the inside of the package.
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When placing the packages in the freezer, do not stack them on top of each other.  Spread them out as much as possible so they freeze faster, after they’re frozen, then stack them up.

1. Place your meat in the center of the shiny side of the paper. 








2. Fold both sides over meat. Make a 1” fold of freezer paper and crease.








3. Continue folding until the paper is snug against the meat.








4. Fold ends toward food squeezing out air until tight.  Fold ends under package toward each other.








5.  Seal with tape and write or stamp date and contents on package. 








1. Place your meat at one corner of the shiny side of the paper.  Roll toward opposite corner keeping tight. 








2. Make 1 roll toward opposite corner.  Keep tight.








4.  Tuck in other side squeezing our air.  Roll tightly to end of paper.








3. Squeezing out as much air as possible, roll 1 time.





5.  Seal with tape and write or stamp date and contents on package. 
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
